Dear OBYG Families, 
 
 Welcome back to the 2011 camp season. Our planning for this summer is well underway. 
We are working to improve upon our popular programs as well as introduce some exciting new 
ones. We will be bringing back a comprehensive theatre production this summer to complement 
our ever popular Hip Hop Program. We are also dedicated to make our Night League Programs 
more competitive for our campers. These are just two of the programs we have been working on 
to make it even more exciting for all our campers. The camp season will run from Tuesday, July 
5th through August 19th 2011. Of course, there will be no camp on Monday, July 4th. 
 We will continue to offer exciting off-island outings for our 13 year-old campers and our 
14 year-old CIT’s. The directors are busy booking these trips already. 
 Our training program for the CIT’s will continue under the direction of Caitlin   LaRocco. 
This program will ensure that the CIT’s finish the program as confident, competent counselors 
(and have fun at the same time.) 
 OBYG’s website, www.obyg.org is a great source of information. It is being updated on 
a regular basis and you can even download pertinent forms such as registration and medical if 
necessary. Please check it regularly during the camp season to stay on top of the inevitable 
changes due to weather and water conditions. It will also be up to date regarding special 
activities and after camp scheduling. 
 Please take advantage of the opportunity to register for after camp activities on the 
registration from. This will ensure you a spot, as some of these activities fill up quickly. Children 
ages 10-13 will enroll for afternoon electives upon arrival at camp. 
 Registration for returning campers will take place from January 1, 2011 through 
May 1, 2011. After May 1st there will be a 10% late fee on all registrants. We are sorry but 
we cannot make any exceptions to this policy. If you pay in full by March 15th we are 
pleased to offer you a 5% discount. 
  To comply with the Board of Health regulations, it is mandatory to have an up-to-date 
medical form on file for each camper before they begin camp.  Campers will not be able to start 
camp without their completed medical forms. 
 To help cover the cost of the trips for the 13 year-old camper, there is a small surcharge 
of $250.00 for the season, $150.00 for July or $100.00 for August campers. If your child is 14 
years old and eligible to participate in the CIT program, you will receive a separate letter and 
application form. 
 OBYG is a not-for-profit Community Camp. All proceeds flow directly back into the 
programs we provide for our campers. Part of our mission is to provide employment 
opportunities for members of our community. We are the largest employer of local teenagers on 
Fire Island.  For many, this is their first job.  In addition, to show our appreciation, extend free 
tuition to the children of Village Employees and have given scholarships to families in need.
